BNT currently has 22 units in construction including the Lafayette Street Homes project and
the final phase of the Pequonnock Replacement Program, Maplewood and Brooks Street.

11 ARMSTRONG PLACE

In partnership with Mutual Housing of Southwestern Connecticut, BNT completed the
renovation of 11 Armstrong Place, which is currently on the market for $175,000. This two-
family home includes a two-bedroom rental apartment. The rental income from the attached unit
provides a built-in source of additional revenue, making the property affordable for low-income
homeowners. Not only will this project create new affordable units, it also contributes to the
broader development and restoration efforts occurring around Washington Park. The property
is located next door to a 12-unit Habitat for Humanity renovation project and adjacent to 101
Barnum Avenue, the four-unit Victorian recently restored by BNT.

231 LEWIS STREET

The Lewis Street duplex was completed as part of Phase I of the Pequonnock Replacement
Program. The house will be transferred to the Housing Authority of the City of Bridgeport to
provide scattered site affordable housing for the general public housing wait list.

BNT was recently selected as one of two
agencies in Bridgeport to administer the City of
Bridgeport’s Downpayment and Closing Cost
Assistance Program. Through this program,
families in pursuit of the American Dream
and earning less than 80% of the Area Median
Income (AMI) can apply for up to a $25,000
loan to defray the costs of purchasing their first
homes.

Program requirements include contribution of
half of the downpayment required by the lender,
and participation in an 8-hour HUD-certified
pre-purchase homeownership counseling class,
which BNT provides monthly.

HELPING BRIDGEPORT GROW HEALTHY

By partnering with communities and
empowering people to take control of their
physical environments and personal health,
BNT’s Healthy Homes Initiative works to
transform toxic spaces into healthy homes.

For the past four years, BNT has focused on
reducing Bridgeport’s lead poisoning incidents
by remediating homes, educating parents and
children, and training lead workers. According
to the Connecticut State Department of Public
Health, it’s working!
